Questions about travel on the Elliot Lake ATV trails are common in the minds of those planning a trip, and who are not familiar with the Elliot Lake area.  Here is information to ease your mind.

Visitors are amazed at the diversity and beauty of our trail system.  Although it may seem that you are remotely tucked away in our wilderness, the comforting reality is that you are never more than 30 km away from our city centre.  If you are fortunate enough to experience some of our wildlife please keep in mind that they are extremely wary of human, unless they are protecting their young.  Please avoid placing additional stress on the animals by proceeding at a slow and steady pace.  Changes in sound or sudden movement could startle the animals.  Above all, do not harass the wildlife.  Remember this is their habitat and you are a visitor.

Some areas along the trail are closed or restricted to motorized travel to protect wildlife habitat, watershed conditions or our relationships with private landowners.  When riding, please not to trespass on private property and stay on designated trails. Riding on trails on public lands is a privilege that is already being closely scrutinized by environmentalists, politicians and land managers.  “Tread Lightly”, carry out any garbage and leave the land as you found it.
